Creating poster prints as large as 36” x 48" can present a challenge
to the digital photographer in terms of image resolution and quality of
the print. Peter Park started photography in middle school and has
produced beautiful images of places like Yosemite Falls. Five years ago
he began offering these prints for sale via a photosharing service on
the internet. He will describe his techniques for producing large poster
size prints and his criteria for finding a quality service to print them.

File format selection for your digital pictures can have a great effect

on the quality of the images and the amount of work you have to do to
process them. Most modern digital cameras offer you a choice of RAW, TIFF and several
levels of JPG formats. Maurice Green will describe these different formats and discuss the
pros and cons of each choice.
